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Camtasia Tips and Tricks

1. Set appropriate resolution
· Infostation resolution 1024x768

· Most people have at least 800x600

· Our movie size is 650x530 recorded in the 1024x768 resolution
2. Prepare the window to record

· Hide unnecessary toolbars

· Set the appropriate window size (not too big)

· Did a run through of what you will record

· If you have more than one window to record, set all windows to the same size.  Position the window in the sequence of recording.
3. Plug in the headphone if you will record audio. 
4. Window size: if you will record more than one videos, set the same window size for all videos for consistency.

5. Other parameters:
· Consider recording at 256 colors or 16bits

· Set audio attribute to 22.05khs, mono, 24 Bits/second.  The higher quality sound is the larger the size.

· Size of our 6 minutes movie: 

i. 1.55 MB, .swf file (choosing 11 khz as audio)

ii. 1.89 MB if choosing 22.05 khz

6. Video size and bandwidth

· Use call-out instead of voice narration if you have primarily dial-in users.

· Break training into multiple sessions to reduce file size.  5-6 minutes or less than 2MB should be maximum for one recording session.  
· Consider streaming your videos if you have a long video.

7. Use Camtasia Recorder’s Effects Menu to add curser effects. 

8. Web Presentation

· Add color to background for a professional look with straight edges

· Use Javascript to open window in the size you want
